The aim of this study was to identify the most prevalent personality 

traits among polygamous and monogamous. Another objective of the 

study was to investigate if there were  statistically significant differences 

between husband's means scores on Big Five Personality traits scale due 

to number of polygamy status and its interaction with socioeconomic 

level, educational level and age. The sample of the study consisted of 

(256) husbands, of whom (123) monogamous selected randomly and 

(133) polygamous selected purposefully. To achieve the  objectives of the 

study, Young Big Five Personality Traits Scale adapted by Al Zoubi 

(2009) to the Jordanian culture was employed.            

The results of the study indicated that consciousness  and openness 

to experiences were the most prevalent personality traits among 

polygamous and monogamous, while neuroticism was the least prevalent. 

The results of the study showed no statistically significant differences due 

to polygamy status in all Big Five Personality Traits, except for 

neuroticism, where differences were in favor of monogamous.   
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
